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Explain that you will give the group one problem at a time, leave some time for them to think
about it personally, then open it up for discussion. Collect their responses on a large piece
of paper.

Then decide which piece of advice the group should go with ayal
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Alternative: Marble run
You will need:

e paper plate

e paper strips
e glue or sticky tape

What you do:

Stick some paper hoops on a paper plate to create a maze for a marble to roll around and
through. You may need to try it out and adjust it if the marbles don’t run easily.

The marble will not always go the route we want, it may be the best route. Jesus always
answered people’s questions but they chose what to do with the answer and which route to
follow, it might not be the best route though.

What could we do this week to carry on what we’ve learned? Maybe members of the group

e Find out how your school council is influencing changes in your school. If you are not sure
how to find out this information, you could ask your teacher.

Jesus’s words and teachings influenced their life.
