Princip|es knowledge, accessing new information, creating

The aim is to enable people to build
relationships with those of other ages and
generations. To do this they need opportunities
to spend time together, doing things together
and talking together.

Groups: organise into small groups that mix
up the generations! Diference is an asset.

You give groups things that not everyone in
that group can do, but they can share out the
tasks between them — like reading instructions,
running to fnd things, drawing on previous
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Pairs: challenge people to fnd a partner at
least 15 years older or younger for a listening
exercise, or to each share something about
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
